 carry out an effective music practice routine, keeping a diary of your progress 
 describe the music chosen for performance in a small programme note 
 perform music from contrasting styles

How will I be assessed? 
 
This is a unit only and so there will be no 
final exam. If you successfully achieve all of 
the requirements of the unit you will be 
awarded a ‘pass’ and not an A, B, C etc.

SQA.
